Below “Best Cities to Visit:”, display at least three numbered items with three cities.
Make at least one word bold.

Make at least one word italicized.

Add at least one emoji somewhere in the text.

Validate that your code is correct by copy pasting your code into a HTML validator like
this one: https://validator.w3.org/#validate_by_input. It will tell you if you have any errors
in your HTML. Sometimes, the browser might not show errors but your code can have
errors. Fix any code errors that show up on the validator.

When everything looks good, it's time to submit your assignment! To submit this
assignment, open your File Explorer and navigate to the assignment@1 folder that
contains your assignment file.

Right-click on the assignment@1 folder and click Send to, then click on Compressed
(zipped) folder. This will compress your folder into a . zip file.

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South Korea

South Korea, officially the Republic of Korea (ROK), is a country in East Asia. [t constitutes the southern half of the Korean Peninsula and
borders North Korea along the Korean Demilitarized Zone, with the Yellow Sea to the west and the Sea of Japan to the east. Like North Korea,
South Korea claims to be the sole legitimate government of the entire peninsula and adjacent islands, It has a population of about 52 million, of
which half live in the Seoul metropolitan area, the ninth most populous metropolitan area in the world; other major cities include Busan, Daegu,
and Incheon.

The Korean Peninsula was inhabited as early as the Lower Paleolithic period, Its first kingdom was noted in Chinese records in the early seventh
century BC. From the mid first century BC, various polities consolidated into the rival kingdoms of Goguryeo, Baekje, and Silla. The lattermost
eventually unified most of the peninsula for the first time in the late seventh century AD, while Balhae succeeded Goguryeo in the north. The
Goryeo dynasty (918-1392) achieved lasting unification and established the basis for the modern Korean identity. The subsequent Joseon dynasty
(1392-1897) generated cultural, economic, and scientific achievements and also established isolationism starting from the mid-17th century.
