HyperText Markup Language - HTML.

● Standard markup language for creating 

websites.

● Describes the structure of a web page.

● Consists of a series of tags, also called 

elements that do a specific job.
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Tags required on all HTML pages.

1. Defines that this document is an HTML5 

document.

2. Contains all HTML content.

3. Information about the document.

4. Document’s title (which is shown on the 

browser’s tab).

5. Document’s body - all visible content.

There should only be one <h1> tag per page.

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What is an HTML element?

An HTML element is defined by a start tag, some content, and an end tag:

<tagname> Content goes here… </tagname>

<html> …  </html>
